75" Anniversary Facts - Did You Know?

On June 6, 1996, Our Lady of Fatima celebrated its final mass at the Wright Road location.
Following a liturgical guide, all parish items were carefully moved into temporary storage.
In a reminder of His providence, God sent a steady rain throughout the transition. Just
two months later, on August 11 & 12, 1996, the parish began celebrating weekend masses in
the newly established Fatima Center.
