Hello – with our new bulletin format,
a monthly update of parish financials
will be provided. This month’s report
reflects February 2026 and includes
the Actual for the month, the Budget
for the month, the Variance, and the
Year-to-Date Variance of Actual to
Budget, both in figures and graph
form. It is hoped this information will
be helpful. As shown in the report,
offertory was below the projected

budget; however, special gifts helped
bring total revenue above the bud-
geted amount, and overall the parish
remains ahead year to date. Expenses
were also higher, due to a late Dioc-
esan Assessment billing of $58,126,
which was applied twice in Febru-
ary rather than being split between
January and February. Even with this
adjustment, expenses remain below
budget year to date.
